schedule, name tags, as well as other “goodies” and additional trail riding information.

2) NATRC waiver for either rider or worker (whichever is applicable), and  

3) Covid waiver. Return the signed waivers with registration form and check. Sorry 

for all the paperwork folks -life in the 21st century!  

CDC Covid protocols will be followed: social distancing, masks should be worn when in 

close proximity. Masks are not required when mounted. There is plenty of room to 

space out at the arena for both participants and auditors. There is a small viewing 

stand but auditors can also bring their own chairs to position around the arena.  

Auditors welcome at no charge. Auditors are asked to please make a donation for 

coffee and donuts which will be available in the morning. Lunch is on your own due to 

Covid Protocols.

Directions to Loomis Basin Horsemen’s Arena: 

3550 Ong Place, Loomis, CA 95650 

From I80 East, take Penryn Rd exit (exit 112) 

Turn Right onto Penryn Rd. 

At King Rd., go right 

At Ong Place, go left to the area entrance.  

Park in the designated horse trailer area. 

There will be a gate keeper at the horse trailer entrance to give you your rider packet, 

hand you manure bags and direct you where to park.  

Camping Information:

1. Stalls (self care) $35/night. Must remove manure and take it with you. Water spicket available but must hang 

your own water bucket and hay. 

2. RV parking (below horse stalls) $40/night. Includes water and power.

2. Western States Trails Auburn Overlook Equestrian Staging Area 

Use 104 Gum Lane, Auburn for your GPS. The Overlook meadow is at the corner of Gum and Pacific Ave, 

North Lot. This is a meadow(close to railroad tracks) at the Western States Trails Overlook which is the end of 

the Tevis trail. One bathroom and large trough for horse water is on site. Spigots and hoses also available. The 

Overlook horse camping area has been reserved for clinic participants. Notify Debbie Murphy ahead of time 

if you plan to horse camp at the Overlook and what nights you will be camping. Do NOT call them 

directly. Debbie will convey the total number of campers to the Western States Trail Office . The cost is 

$25.00 per night.

You can access the Western States Trails (Tevis Trails) from the Auburn Overlook Campground. Both sites are 

also close to the Folsom Lake trail complex. If you’re coming from out of town, consider staying a few days and 

riding around the area.  

Both overnight sites are about 10-15 minute drive from the Loomis Basin Horsemen’s 

Arena. There is NO camping allowed at the Loomis Basin Horseman’s arena.
